Preserving 100 years of Girl Guiding History for Queensland 

This project for Year 1 seeks to engage a preservation and heritage 
collections consultant to assess key preservation and sustainability issues 
as part of a staged process to optimise the use and suitability of the site 
for preservation, display and engagement and ongoing expansion with 
continuing donations. Environmental conditions and storage will be a key 
focus as well as opportunities to enhance displays and engagement with 
members. A ceiling fan and dehumidifer will help to address some 
immediate environmental concerns and a new display case and 
mannequin will be purchased to conserve a key uniform collection piece. 

Newstead House Support of Operating Costs 

The project for Year 1 will deliver a considerable financial contribution 
towards the payment of the Newstead House Insurance Bill. Newstead 
House is currently undergoing extensive conservation work to restore the 
fabric of the home to its former glory. This is a very exciting project and 
ensures the preservation of our building for future generations to enjoy. 
The loss of income due to being closed has had a significant impact on 
our ability to manage ongoing operational costs such as insurance.
