Victoria Park

Brisbane City Council has
released the final Master Plan
for Victoria Park.

The Master Plan is a refined road
map, detailing how the park will be
transformed over the coming years.
It is based on your feedback through
the Victoria Park Vision and Draft
Master Plan phases of the project.

The community is already enjoying this
amazing new green space with more
than 100,000 people visiting events
and activations in the park since it
re-opened in July 2021. This is in
addition to the many thousands of
people who visit for picnics, walk their
four-legged friends, run and cycle
through the park.

What we heard from
the community

Support for the project remains high
with 78% overall support for the
Draft Master Plan.

Feedback has been overwhelmingly
positive, with support to restore the
natural landscape, revitalise the park's
wetlands and waterholes, increase
tree canopy cover to 60% and create
unique spaces such as the Tree House
and nature water play gully.

Following community feedback,
Council has amended the Master
Plan with some elements removed
and designs refined. A community
engagement report detailing all the
consultation outcomes can be found
on the project web page.

Next steps

With the Master Plan now finalised, the
community will soon start to see the
exciting transformation of the park into
a new destination for Brisbane.

The park will remain open during the
transformation and the community
can continue to explore and enjoy its
natural spaces with family and friends.

Urban pump track - Herston

Construction of the urban pump track is expected to start later this year. The urban pump track with skateable elements will
offer a space for beginner and intermediate riders — creating the perfect day out for the whole family.

As an early project in the park, the urban pump track has progressed through a development assessment process in
accordance with Brisbane City Plan 2014. The concept plan below shows the design, which includes a picnic shelter and
seating, an amenities block, connecting pathways, a small car park with 16 parking spaces, and a new entry and exit way.

Park furniture
and shelters

Picnicking in the park will soon be even
better with the installation of shelters,
picnic tables and BBQs almost complete.

Park visitors will be able to take in the
sweeping city views and enjoy a gathering
with family and friends at the new

picnic areas.

More than 50 new pieces of furniture are
being installed across the park. These
include park benches, picnic tables,
barbeques, drinking fountains, bike racks
and shelters.

Kelvin Grove busway

Council is providing a new
entrance direct from the QUT
Kelvin Grove busway station,
making it even easier to get into
the park.

Hop off the bus and walk straight
into the park. Direct access is
already available from the Herston
busway station.

The proposed works will include
installation of seating, wayfinding
signage, lighting, CCTV

and landscaping.

In the future, the Herston and
Kelvin Grove busway stations will
become Brisbane Metro stations,
providing turn up and go public
transport services to and from the
Brisbane CBD.

Construction of the Spring Hill Common
will commence later this year and is
expected to be completed early 2024.
